Major Topics (a listing of major topics to be covered with an approximate length of time allotted for 
their discussion):  
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The students will spend approximately 8 weeks learning black and white lithographic processes and 
approximately 7 weeks on color printing in both of the lithographic and serigraphic processes. 

C. Description of the Course (400 word maximum) 
 

ART 342 INTERMEDIATE PRINTMAKING: LITHOGRAPHY/SERIGRAPHY (4 per semester, maximum 
of 8) This course is designed for the student who is interested in expanding her/his image making 
vocabulary through lithographic and serigraphic printmaking processes.  It will expose students to the 
history and practice of these processes, and will prepare students to competently produce original works. 
 
Readings, lectures, and demonstrations will introduce students to the materials and techniques used in 
the various lithographic and serigraphic processes.  Projects will be assigned throughout the semester 
and group critiques will be scheduled at regular intervals. 
 
This labor-intensive studio relies upon cumulative learning experiences through increasingly demanding 
projects.  Competency is expected in numerous new skills and techniques, and their application in 
creating visually compelling concepts is essential to the success of completed artworks. 
 

D. Faculty Responsible for Course Development

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E. Justification Statement  
1. Instructional, Educational, and Course Objectives (this section should define what the student is 
expected to learn and what skills the student will develop): 
 

ART 342 INTERMEDIATE PRINTMAKING: LITHOGRAPHY/SERIGRAPHY (4 per semester, maximum 
of 8) This course is designed for students who are interested in the further development of their art-
making vocabulary through the specific printmaking processes of lithography and serigraphy.  It will 
continue to expose students to a more in-depth history of both media and practice of a broad range of 
processes in lithography and serigraphy.  The course will prepare the students to competently produce 
original works through these processes at a more advanced level.  It is intended primarily for art, design, 
art education, and other students who desire a more focused study of lithography and serigraphy.  
Emphasis will be placed upon originality of statements through the medium. 

 
2. Evaluation Methods (Include a statement that explains how the achievement of the educational 
objectives identified above will be assessed.  The procedures for determining students’ grades should 
be specifically identified): 
 

Grades will be based upon the timely and innovative completion of studio projects, reading assignments, 
and critique participation.  Because of the cumulative nature of the course, regular attendance is essential. 

 

The following criteria will be used to evaluate performance: 
a. Application of materials, techniques, and technologies in the creation of compelling concepts 

and images. 
b. Quality of craftsmanship, demonstration of technical abilities, and level of productivity. 
c. Strength and innovative application of visual forms in compositions. 
d. Participation in class discussions and critiques, which demonstrate a critical awareness of 

historical and contemporary discourse and practice. 
 

3. Relationship/linkage of Course to Other Courses (this statement should relate the course to existing 
or proposed new courses.  It should provide a rationale for the level of instruction, for any 
prerequisites that may be specified, or for the course’s role as a prerequisite for other courses):  
 

ART 340 INTERMEDIATE PRINTMAKING is being dropped and the serigraphic printmaking content from 
this course is being added to ART 342 INTERMEDIATE PRINTMAKING: 
LITHOGRAPHY/SERIGRAPHY. 
 
ART 342 INTERMEDIATE PRINTMAKING: LITHOGRAPHY/SERIGRAPHY (4 per semester, maximum 
of 8) is designed as an intensive studio course in the specific printmaking process of lithography and 
serigraphy.  It parallels all other 300 level studio courses in the School of Visual Arts. ART 240, ART H 
111, ART H 112 and enrollment in the ART BA, ART BFA, Art Education, or Integrative Arts degree 
program are prerequisites. Enrollment in the ART BA, ART BFA, Art Education, or Integrative Arts degree 
program is required to be sure that students are declaring their major in a timely fashion.  Successful 
completion of these prerequisites will provide students with a common vocabulary and competency to 
proceed with more focused study at this level.   
 
ART 342 INTERMEDIATE PRINTMAKING: LITHOGRAPHY/SERIGRAPHY (4 per semester, maximum 
of 8) could serve as credits toward the prerequisite of 4 credits of 300-level printmaking courses for ART 
440 ADVANCED PRINTMAKING by providing the necessary preparation for students to continue study at 
the 400 level. 

 

 
4. Relationship of Course to Major, Option, Minor, or General Education (This statement should 
explain how the course will contribute to the major, option, or minor and indicate how it may function 
as a service course for other departments): 
 

ART 342 INTERMEDIATE PRINTMAKING: LITHOGRAPHY/SERIGRAPHY (4 per semester, maximum 
of 8) is proposed as an approved course for the BA in ART (ARTBA) and the BFA in Art (ARBFA).  It will 
provide students in these degree programs with further study of the theory and practice of printmaking.  
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Advanced undergraduate students from other areas of concentration and majors in the School of Visual 
Arts may also wish to enroll in this course. 
 
ART 342 INTERMEDIATE PRINTMAKING: LITHOGRAPHY/SERIGRAPHY (4 per semester, maximum 
of 8) is not required in or approved for any major, minor, program, or option outside of the BA and BFA 
degrees in Art in the School of Visual Art. ART 342 INTERMEDIATE PRINTMAKING: 
LITHOGRAPHY/SERIGRAPHY (4 per semester, maximum of 8) is not a General Education course. 
 

5. Consultation with Appropriate Departments and Academic Support Units (The unit originating the 
proposal should consult all units with a known interest in the subject field, not simply those in the 
same college. Consultation should take place at the department and/or college level and should 
include department members at all locations. Some duplication of instruction is inevitable, but the 
Senate Committee on Curricular Affairs is concerned with keeping such duplication to a minimum. A 
written statement of consultation from related units and programs is required. Such advance 
consultation is one way to avoid later holds and referrals): 
 

The course changes for ART 342 INTERMEDIATE PRINTMAKING: LITHOGRAPHY/SERIGRAPHY (4 
per semester, maximum of 8) was circulated to all faculty in the College of Arts and Architecture and all 
Associate Deans. 
 
No objections were received to the proposal. 
 

6. If the course is to be offered by several colleges, a joint proposal should be submitted. 
 

 
7. A description of any special facilities (e.g. labs or equipment) required to teach the course 
effectively should be included in the proposal.   
 

The studio portion of the course requires a room suitable for studio work, an open space with 
workbenches, sinks and storage spaces suitable for printmaking equipment and projects.  Ventilation for 
the solvent based materials that are used for certain processes. It is necessary to have a slide projector or 
computer terminal with projection capabilities for the lecture portion of the course. 
 

8. The Technology Needs for Course Proposals form must be completed for new courses or changes 
in courses that have technology needs, i.e., computer projection equipment, etc. The information on 
the completed form will NOT be used as a criterion for accepting or rejecting a proposed course, but 
would provide information on the seemingly ever-expanding computer needs of the University.

9. Frequency of Offering and Enrollment (Indicate how many students are expected to enroll and how 
often the course will be taught):  
 

ART 342 INTERMEDIATE PRINTMAKING: LITHOGRAPHY/SERIGRAPHY (4 per semester, maximum 
of 8) will be offered once each academic year with a projected semester enrollment of 15.
